Pay attention to the questions which have been
asked in an indirect manner.

Presentation of the research work in a neat and
easy to understand manner is important.
Try and incorporate primary research to stand out
from the crowd.

Presenting the solution in an understandable and
precise way is the most important aspect of
winning case competitions.
The answer should be rational, to the point and
brief.
